English 

 
Writing – Our English units will link in with 

our Science topic of ‘Teeth’, our History topic 

of ‘Early Islamic Civilisation’, ‘Refugee Week’, 

non-fiction around ‘British Values’ and an 

author study of Michael Morpurgo. We will 

be: 

 Writing information and instruction 

texts 

 Create stories from another culture; 

 Exploring poetry 

 Drafting formal letters 

 Studying an author. 

Reading – During Guided Reading the children 

will focus on: 

 Embedding different reading 

strategies 

 Taking on the roles of Reciprocal 

Reading to deepen understanding.  

They will be taught to: 

 Use inference and deduction skills 

 Make sensible predictions 

 Skim and scan texts 

 Summarise text 

 Provide personal responses to text.

Computing    

 
Children will create their very own 

holiday e-card using ICT. 

Also, they will plan and present a 

meteorological report using 

technology.  Computing will also be 

included within all subjects, with 

some lessons delivered through 

Google Classroom.  

Science 

We are learning about ‘Animals including 

humans’. We will explore:             

 The functions and parts of the 

human digestive system 

 The different types of teeth in 

humans and their simple functions.  

Our second topic, ‘Electricity’, will cover: 
 constructing a simple electrical 

circuit, identifying its basic parts 

 identifying whether or not a lamp 

will light in a simple series circuit 

 recognise that a switch opens and 

closes a circuit and associate this 

with whether or not a lamp lights in 

a simple series circuit.

In Maths we will aim to master: 

 Area and perimeter 

 Money 

 Time 

 Symmetry 

 Co-ordinates and position 

 Data handling 

 Shape and space 

 Problem solving.

History - Our topic will be about the early Islamic civilisation, 

including a study of Baghdad. Children will: 

 study a non-European society that is different to 

British society 

 learn how art and design was crafted in this period 

 understand the similarities and differences between 

the lives of people 

 learn about artefacts from that period of history. 

A very exciting topic that will link to English and Arts! 
 

Home Learning 

Homework is a continuation of school work and is a great 

opportunity for your child to practise the skills they have learnt. 

Reading – For the children to progress in their reading, they need 

to read aloud daily. Please write a short comment in their reading 

log to communicate to us how they are reading at home. 

Spellings - Weekly spellings should be practised at home daily 

using the Read, Write, Look, Cover, Check strategy.  

English – Please check your child’s homework book. Homework will 

relate to the unit of work for that week. We expect the same 

high standard of writing produced in a lesson. 

Maths - Activities are given based on the unit of work taught 

that week and is set on the Mathletics website.
